When you call for emergency help, tell:

1. WHERE the emergency situation is, with cross streets if possible.
2. TELEPHONE NUMBER you are calling from.
3. WHAT HAPPENED – heart attack, auto accident, fall, etc.
4. HOW MANY persons need help.
5. WHAT is being done for victims.
NOTE: YOU HANG UP LAST. Let the person you called hang up first.

Record the post emergency telephone numbers in advance so that they will be readily available when you need them.
