WATCH  
Issued when the atmosphere is favorable for development of tornados. Listen and be prepared to act quickly.  

TORNADO

WARNING
A tornado Head Start been sighted in the area or indicated on radar. Take cover (listen to your radio or television for more weather information).

EMERGENCY ACTIONS

AT WORK

1. Stay away from windows.

2. Avoid areas with large poorly supported roofs. 

3. Take shelter in the basement or in the hallway on a lower level or other predetermined safety area. 

AT HOME
1. Stay away from windows. 

2. Take shelter in your basement, preferably under heavy furniture.

3. If you have no basement take cover under heavy furniture on the ground floor in the center part of the house or small room on the ground floor away from outside walls and windows. 

4. If time permits shut electricity and fuel line off. Do not remain in a trailer, mobile home or vehicle.

AT SCHOOL

1. Stay away from windows.

2. Avoid auditoriums and gymnasiums.

3. If school is of reinforced construction stay inside near inside wall on the lower floor.

IN OPEN 

COUNTRY

1. Move at right angles to tornado’s path. 

2. If there is not time to escape lie flat in nearest ditch, ravine, culvert or under bridge. Do not stay in your car.
